Pg. 49: He was very surprised. Why? Because it can be confusing how something as gruesome and awful as Christ’s crucifixion can bring such peace and rest. As you can see, it overcomes him, and he begins to weep.

Shining Ones: Angels. They bring word from God that he has been saved, and his sins were forgiven. Then they clothe him in awesome digs. Then he was “sealed”. This, as well as the document, represent the Holy Spirit. Easy to remember: once you are saved, you receive the Holy Spirit as a gift from God to guide you. Deliver once at the Celestial Gate – the Holy Spirit guides you through life until you reach Heaven.

Simple, Sloth, & Presumption

-Simple only goes by his immediate senses. Men are without excuse. Christian offered them all help to escape their shackles, and they refused him. 

-Sloth is lazy. Nothing would move him. Compare him to an Agnostic – one who does not care whether or not there is a God or what he means to the universe. There are many of these in college. 

-Presumption – “A tub always stands on its bottom” = stubborn. He refuses good counsel. He’ll do it his way and no other way. This man is frequent in the world. His refusal stems from pride – the eternal issue with the human race. 
What is a way you would have approached these three that is different? Do you think this has anything to do with his new faith? With brash intentions? Or with kindness? Sometimes as a new Christian, our way of talking to other people can turn them away from God. Other times, it’s not our presentation, it’s just the hardness of man’s heart. 

-Formality & Hypocrisy: 

-Thieves

-Cheaters

-Land of Boasting ( People who think there are shortcuts to get to God will be sadly turned away because:
1) These people are too self-involved to submit to anything other than their own will & think they can come to God on their own terms.
2) Their only interest was to gain the favor and treasures of Heaven without obeying and experiencing difficulties necessary to improve their apparent lack of character, spiritually and mentally. 

-The mark on Christian’s forehead is a metaphor important to the necessity of staying in The Way – like cattle are branded by their owners, so is the branding of the Holy Spirit so that God sees our obedience to these things. Also, remember the Israelites putting lambs blood on their doors so God’s wrath would pass over. Same concepts.
