-Painting on 746: The red coat separates the man on the road from the color of the background (trees, nature, etc) – the colors of the woman’s dress cause her figure to blend in with her surroundings. 
-Line 2: Earning money and buying things.
-Great God! – It’s ironic that the speaker calls out to God that he’d rather be a pagan – a believer in many gods. 
-Connection to materialism nowadays similar to struggle between industry and nature: In our natural state, it is easier to connect with those around us whereas in the technology bubble, we tend to distance ourselves. Industry distanced man from nature, something Romantics were vehemently against. These days, in regards to nature, we’re also not just ignoring it, we’re actively destroying it. 
-What allusions are in this poem? Proteus & Triton – these are both connected with the sea (nature) and seeks comfort in the traditions of myth 
-Simile comparison: A woman’s beauty and a starry night
-Justification? Balanced extremes of brightness and darkness (first stanza)
-Outer beauty to inner beauty? The woman’s eyes and face reveal her gentle and pure thoughts
-Main idea? The woman’s external beauty reflects a kind and virtuous soul

-Can you accurately judge someone on the inside based on what they look like on the outside?
-Beautiful Love relating to Byron’s Poem? Beautiful night (darkness); loving someone’s features and smiles on the outside. Sees her from a distance like Byron saw his woman at the dance
-Never names the traveler? A name is irrelevant to the poem’s message. Anonymity matches the idea that nothing lasts.
-What kind of guy is Ozymandias? Cruel, proud, and concerned with being remembered.
-Setting convey irony? The barren desert reinforces the idea that the king’s works have vanished
