Ms. Levine’s Expectations for 
The Poetry Book

The Poetry Book consists of the following items that have been revised once:
1) A cover page consisting of the title for your book, as well as your name.

2) A dedication page 

3) The Socks/Log Cabin Poem
4) I Am Poem
5) Cinquain Word Poem
6) Image Poem
7) Sonnet

8) Limerick
9) Haiku
10) About the author – A quick, fun bio about yourself & how you feel about poetry.
Requirements for each poem:
-I Am poem: Make revision based on Ms. Levine’s suggestions.

-Cinquain Word Poem: Show adequate knowledge of Alliteration; one letter per verse; five lines as follows: 1. One Noun 2. Two adjectives 3. Three active verbs (only one –ing allowed) 4. A phrase with minimum two words that start with your chosen letter. 5. One noun repeated, antonym, or synonym. 
-Image poem: Make use of metaphor, simile, or personification. Use details to support your story in the poem you created from an image. Employ all senses. 12 lines. Four lines per verse. Three verses. The picture you used must be a part of the page. 
-Sonnet: 14 lines after writing down 14 life experiences. Iambic pentameter (5 feet, 2 syllables per feet; unstressed, stressed). Abab, cdcd, efef, gg rhyme scheme. 
-Limerick: 5 lines. 39 syllables. Aa, bb, a. 9 syllables for ‘a’ lines. 6 syllables for ‘b’ lines. 9 syllables for the last ‘a’ line. Comedic. You must rhyme the limerick. 
-Haiku: 3 lines. First line is 5 syllables. Second line is 7. Third line is 5 syllables. Use onomatopoeia in one line of your Haiku.
