Essential Question: How are the authors (and their characters) products of their surroundings? Are they individuals who could’ve only lived in the 18th and 19th centuries, or are they timeless? Why/why not?
Monday, March 18: Watch clip of animated version of “Don Quixote.” Read “Don Quixote” and answer questions. Begin working on creating your own parody. 


Homework: Finish your own parody.

Tuesday, March 19: DUE: Parody for “Don Quixote.” We will share parodies aloud in class. ( Read “From Gulliver’s travels” (p.653-9) and discuss in literary groups. 

Homework: Finish questions over “Gulliver’s Travels.” 
Wednesday, March 20: Introduction to Romantic Literature. Read “The Tyger” (p.721) and “The Lamb.” (p.723). Compare them to “The Chimney Sweeper” (p.726) from Songs of Innocence and “The Chimney Sweeper” from Songs of Experience. You will create your own poem comparing/contrasting a time of innocence in your life with experience. 

Homework: Finish your comparison/contrast poem of innocence and experience
Thursday, March 21: DUE: Comparison/contrast poem of innocence and experience. Writing Center (for whole block) to work on Hamlet essay. 

Friday, March 22: Read “The World is Too Much With Us” (p.746) and compare to Madonna’s “Material Girl,” along with other modern music. Read “She Walks In Beauty” (p.795) and “Ozymandias” on pg. 803 and discuss. 

Homework: Remember, your Hamlet essay is due on Monday! Please make sure that you have it in your hands when you walk in the door. If you have to print it off in the Writing Center, it will be considered late.
