Tuesday, March 19: DUE: “Gulliver’s Travels” questions. Read “From A Dictionary of the English Language” (p.667-9) and write your own 15 lexicons. Writing Center at 11:45 to 1:08 to work on your Hamlet essays (and make sure that you have three applicable secondary sources).


Homework: Read pages 608-23 in Crime and Punishment. Work on Hamlet essay. 

Wednesday, March 20: DUE: Your own 15 lexicons from “A Dictionary of the English Language.” 

Homework: Read pages 623-42 in Crime and Punishment (you are DONE!). Work on Hamlet essay. Please remember to have your student ID with you tomorrow to check out Wuthering Heights (and you can also return your Crime and Punishment book! () 

Thursday, March 21: Crime and Punishment final test (you will have matching, multiple choice, and a few quote identification questions). Check out Wuthering Heights from the library. Introduction to Wuthering Heights. 

Homework: Work on Hamlet essay. Read chapters 1 through 3 of Wuthering Heights
Friday, March 22: Sign up for your research essay topics. Go over Noodle Tools with Mrs. Ryman in the library (this will be a website that will be beneficial to you as you do your research essay—it will be due on April 22). Discuss chapters 1-3 of Wuthering Heights. 

Homework: YOUR HAMLET ESSAY IS DUE (in my hands—don’t ask to go to the Writing Center to print it off) on Monday!  Read chapters 4-7 of Wuthering Heights. 
Monday, March 25: Writing Center for first half of block to find research for your research essay. Quiz on Chapters 1-7 of Wuthering Heights. 

Homework: Work on research essay; read chapters 8-11 of Wuthering Heights 
Tuesday, March 26: Writing Center for first half of block to find research for your research essay. Do literary circles on Wuthering Heights—each group will be given a questions to answer and will then report back to the class. 

Homework: Work on research essay; read chapters 11-13 of Wuthering Heights 
Wednesday, March 27: Writing Center for first half of block to find research for your research essay. Writing prompt on Wuthering Heights: In Wuthering Heights, Catherine has to choose between nature and culture. Explain how this is illustrated in the text. Is this a moral choice? Organize textual evidence to support your position.

Homework: Work on research essay; finish your Wuthering Heights writing prompt
Thursday, March 28: DUE: Wuthering Heights writing prompt. Read “The Tyger,” (p.721) and “The Lamb” (p.723) and discuss them as products of their time period, in conjunction with “The Chimney Sweeper” from Songs of Innocence and The Chimney Sweeper from Songs of Experience. You will create your own poem comparing/contrasting innocence and experience 

Homework: Work on research essay; read Wuthering Heights (Ms. Levine will let you know how many chapters you should read)
