Homework: Work on your character from the show, and remember that it’s reality TV.

Write as though you are going to stand before a crowd of people and make a strong stand for this argument. Allude to the slamming of the door in your speech. Plan to make this speech Thursday or after Spring Break. If you have spare time, work on your reality TV improv. 
Homework: Study for tomorrow’s test.
· Thursday, March 28th: Test on A Doll’s House. Perform improv. If there is time, one representative from your group will give the civil rights speech. If we run out of time, we’ll perform the speeches after Spring Break.
