Essential Question(s): (1- ADH) See last syllabus. (2 - 1984) Is there a point where it is okay to sacrifice individuality for the greater good? How much of a hand should the government have in creating our society? 
In conjunction with the following:

· Monday, April 8th: Dramatic reading of remainder of Act II & Act III. Group discussion: Choose a discussion topic from the handout, and as a group, write a civil rights argument for or against Nora’s choice to leave. Write as though you are going to stand before a crowd of people and make a strong stand for this argument. Allude to the slamming of the door in your speech. You’ll make this speech on Wednesday & possibly a few on Tuesday. Discuss Reality TV improv & perform a scene from your show.  
Homework: Revise any mistakes in your Hamlet essay. Turn back for extra credit.  
· Tuesday, April 9th: DUE: Revised Hamlet Essay. First half of class, we will be in the library lab discussing an introduction to finding print sources for your paper. Second half: Clips from A Doll’s House. Work on civil rights speech. We may start speeches if some are ready to go.  
Homework: Finish your section of the speech if this was not completed in class. Also, study for tomorrow’s test on the play. 
· Wednesday, April 10th: Test on A Doll’s House. Each member of your civil rights group will make a part of the group’s written speech.  
Homework: Read chapters 1 & 2 of George Orwell’s 1984. 
· Thursday, April 11th: Discussion on chapters 1-2, intro to three. Write in class your own journal entry of things prohibited in our society, (or other societies around the world), that should be allowed. 
Homework: Read chapters 3 – 5 of 1984. 
· Friday, April 12th: First half of class, we will be in the writing lab to give you time to write/research for your persuasive research paper. During the second half, we will be in the library and this will be the time you use to find your three print sources, as well as navigate the noodle to organize your paper. 
Homework: Read through chapter 7 of 1984. Expect a quiz Tuesday of next week.
