Essential Question(s): What are the ramifications of obsession and revenge? Are children, (that grow up to be adults), products of their environment, or are all people born with the propensities to behave acrimoniously? Can these qualities ever truly satisfy those who seek them?

Write a modern letter of justification, (from Heathcliff’s point of view), to a family member of yours who would condemn this behavior. (Remember, we’re not trying to personally justify poor behavior, just trying to understand the character better.) [15 pts.]
Homework: Finish your letter to the family member. Read chapter 22 & 23. 
· Tuesday, April 9th: 10:52-11:56: Library lab - research for our persuasive essay. After lunch: Discuss chapters 16-18. Group work: as a team, write a clever rap that describes how a 21st century man would handle Heathcliff’s accomplishments at Wuthering Heights Plan to find the best rapper in your group to perform it Friday. Other team members will be either beat boxes or pantomimes.
Homework: Study for chapter quiz tomorrow. Remember notes from last week.
· Wednesday, April 10th: Chapter Quiz:{14-18} Lecture on starting over in a new cycle. It may be repeating itself. Video clips of the various Wuthering Heights movies. Discuss chapters 19-20. Writing prompt: Talk about the concepts of legacy/raising children, and how much of an adult is passed onto his children. Compare and contrast - Heathcliff raising children.
